Tá foireann agus Bord Bainistíochta Ghaelscoil na Camóige tiomanta do scileanna
theicneolaíochta a fhorbairt agus fearas teicneolaíochta a úsáid go laethúil, chun eispéireas
foghlama ghníomhach agus thaitneamhach a chur ar fáil.
Tá 15 ipad in úsáid againn sa scoil, agus i mbliana, tá 15 ríomhaire glúine nua ceannaithe.
Roimh dheireadh na bliana seo chaite, cheannaigh an scoil dhá chlár idirghníomhach dona
seomraí Oideachas Speisialta. Tá clár ar ard chaighdeán i ngach seomra ranga faoi láthair.
Tá an- dul chun cinn déanta againn i dtaobh fearas de, agus cuireann sé seo go mór le
foghlaim páistí na scoile.
The staff and Board of Gaelscoil na Camóige are dedicated to the development and the
daily use of technology in our classrooms. The use of ipads, touchboards etc.. greatly help
us create an active, enjoyable learning experience for all. We have 15 ipads in use daily,
and we have recently added 15 laptops to the stock. By the end of last school year, we had
purchased 2 new touch screens for the Learning Support Classrooms, and every classroom
now has an excellent touch screen.
There has been huge improvement in our technology and WiFi in recent years, and these
developments add greatly to the learning environment for each child.

“The project is unfortunately one of a number that have been required to resubmit for
Planning Permission given the time that has elapsed since it was originally secured along
with the changes to the Planning Act. The decision on the Planning submission is due
03/10/22.
The Main Contractor tender has issued as of 29/08/22 with a return date of 04/10/22

(synchronizing with the planning decision).
The return date for the Reserved Specialist (Mechanical & Electrical) is 2 weeks after
issue of the Main Contractor Programme, which is essentially a part of the process
whereby the separately tendered M&E works (per regulation) contractors are coordinated
with the Main Contractor so that contracts may be set in place between the three parties.
Once the Main Contractor programme referenced above issues, we will be in a better
position to clarify the timing of construction and completion”

The Design Team are hopeful, that without any other delays, and all going to plan, that the
work could begin  during Q1 2023 with a construction programme of 18 months approx.
thereafter.

The Board of Management is asking the entire school community to help us move our new
school building project forward . A template of a letter will be issued in the coming weeks,
from the Board of Management. We ask that every parent/ guardian send an email/ letter, to
their local TDs and beyond, to create an awareness around our urgent need for a step
forward. We need to highlight our lack of an adequate school building, and we ask everyone
to get involved. More information will follow on our campaign, so please keep an eye out
for emails in the coming weeks.
